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Dan Rubinstein named Editor of the Year 
at the Alberta Magazines Conference

Calgary, AB – Dan Rubinstein was named Editor of the Year 2009 for his work at the helm of unlimited magazine at the Alberta Magazines Conference (AMC) on March 19, hosted by the Alberta Magazine Publishers Association (AMPA).

Rubinstein, who worked in Alberta publishing for the past 10 years, was unable to accept the award in person, but sent a message thanking his former Venture Publishing colleagues. He recently moved to a senior editor position at Canadian Geographic magazine, based in Ottawa. Rubinstein had this to say about the win: 

This award is a testament to how hard the entire unlimited team worked to make from scratch a magazine that really reached out to and engaged its readers. I’m proud of what we accomplished, and it wouldn’t have been possible without the vision of our publisher, Ruth Kelly, the creativity and tirelessness of our art director, Malcolm Brown, and the dedication and efforts of many others. 
Rubinstein also lamented unlimited’s recent suspension of its print version, but said of his time working in Alberta: “What comes to mind is a sense of unbridled opportunity—for magazine writers and editors, and even for magazines themselves.”
The Editor of the Year Award, presented by Fairmont Hotels & Resorts—Alberta Region, is given to honour excellence by an editor of an Alberta magazine. The award recognizes an individual who has excelled as a magazine editor, as reflected by the editorial quality of that person’s published works. It also takes into account the demonstration of qualities important to the profession, such as resourcefulness, community involvement, creativity, vision and leadership.

The judging panel, made up of editors from across the country including 2008 winner Michael McCullough, had this to say: 

unlimited truly understands their audience and everything in the magazine resonates with that understanding—from the language used to the editorial mix to the art direction. The voice of the magazine is unique and the content doesn't hesitate to take risks, making it both engaging and a breath of fresh air. Dan Rubinstein demonstrates dedication to his craft, to the unique voices of his writers, and to mentoring his teammates, as well as to the community and ensuring that the magazine's message reaches its audience in a variety of ways. 
As the 2009 winner, Rubinstein will enjoy the title of Editor of the Year, and receive a weekend getaway to an Alberta Fairmont mountain resort. He’ll also take a seat on the judges’ panel for the 2010 Editor of the Year Award.  

The AMC is the largest professional development conference for magazine publishers in Western Canada. The conference was once again a huge success with nearly 250 people in attendance.
